Parents are asked to drop children off at their classroom door. There will be a one way system in place with all parents leaving through the nursery gates. There will be a member of staff at the front of school to direct children. There will be some staff dotted along the paths to ensure everyone is safe.
Please don’t gather at the doors of classrooms and hold your child’s hand as you walk along the path, so we can ensure that children from different bubbles are not mixing.
The gates will open at 8.30am. Please work with us by using the full half hour available. This system will struggle if everyone arrives at 8.55am!!

At the end of the day the one way system will work in reverse, with parents entering through the nursery gates and leaving through the gates near the office, picking their children up along the way.
The nursery gates will open at 3pm. Please try not to gather at the gates. Be mindful of social distancing.
KS2
The Year 6 children will be invited into school from 8am each morning, so that they can access Accelerated Maths. We can only take Year 6 at this time. We are unable to take siblings. A member of staff will be at the front gate to supervise the children’s arrival and ensure safe movement into school. The Year 6 children will arrive at the top of the steps and walk around the outer perimeter of the school to their classroom. 
The rest of KS2 will be invited to start arriving from 8.30am. Year 4, 5 and 6 children will walk down the front steps and around the outer perimeter of the school to arrive at their classroom and sanitise their hands. Year 3 children will enter school at the door at the bottom of the stairs. There will be no playtime before school as this will mix bubbles. Staff will be available in classrooms from 8.30am to supervise children.

Unfortunately parents of Year 3 children will be unable to accompany their child into school, as we normally do on the first day in September. However, we will have plenty of staff to assist the Year 3 children to their classrooms. 
The gates will open at 8.30am. Please work with us by using the full half hour available. This system will struggle if everyone arrives at 8.55am!!
End of the day
At the end of the day Year 4, 5 and 6 will wait on the big playground near the carpark in clear bubbles. 
Year 3 will leave from the steps at the front of the school.
We cannot allow parents on the carpark as we did previously. Please wait on the pavement outside school, socially distanced and your child will be directed to you.
Please take care on the road outside school, as there is limited space on the pavement and cars tend to come quickly round the corner at the top of the street. The fewer cars parked near school, the safer it will be for all the children.
